All these European jurisdictions require the directors to capitalise their companies by investing funds in the new company equivalent to the minimum authorised share capital. This adds significantly to the formation costs and can and does add thousands of pounds to the set up fees. These capitalisation costs have to be paid into a separate bank account in the country concerned and are held there until the company is incorporated. Some jurisdictions allow up to three years for the full capitalisation cost to be met however most require the investment up front.

Below is a guide to the costs involved for the formation of a European equivalent of a private limited company, including, notary fees, minimum capitalisation costs, a bank account and vat registration, but excluding vat. 

Please note in the case of complex formations the notaries in Europe will vary their fees however you will be notified in advance if they will differ from those stipulated below.
